Meeting minutes of Town Council on 2-5-19           

As reviewed, approved, and accepted by the Town Council on March 5, 2019
There being a quorum, Mayor James Ruspi called the regular meeting of the Town Council to order at 7:35 p.m. Council Members Charles Bradsher, Tom Burke, James O’Hair and Paul Simonetti were present.  Lt. Amy Daum, Montgomery County Police Department 5th District and Victoria Shearer, Town Attorney were present.  The Clerk and Assistant Clerk were also present as were three residents and two guests. 
Minutes:  The minutes from the Town Council Meeting held on January 8, 2019 were approved as submitted.  
Treasurer’s Report:  There was no Treasurer’s Report as the Treasurer was not present. 
Committee/Board Reports:  There were no Committee/Board Reports.
Montgomery County Police Lt. Amy Daum:  Mayor Ruspi introduced Lt. Amy Daum, from the Montgomery County Police Department 5th District.  Lt. Daum explained that she is currently Acting Commander of the 5th District while Captain Plazinski is on another assignment.  Lt. Daum said the 2018 crime statistics for Laytonsville showed six incidents, most of which were for fraud.  There was discussion about parking and speeding violations in Town and what supports are available from the Montgomery County Police Department.  Lt. Daum explained the types of traffic monitoring and enforcement that are used throughout the county.  Lt. Daum addressed questions from those in attendance and encouraged residents to call the non-emergency number, 301-279-8000, if they need to make a non-emergency report.  
Old Business

MML Meeting – April 18:  Mayor Ruspi said the Town will be hosting the Maryland Municipal League Chapter meeting on April 18, 2019.  Mayor Ruspi encouraged the Council members to attend the meeting,
New Business
Introduce Parking Regulations:  Mayor Ruspi said each Council member has received a copy of draft ordinances and resolutions prepared by the Town attorney regarding parking.  Mayor Ruspi asked the Council members to review the documents in preparation for the Work Session on February 19, 2019.   
Work Session Regarding Parking:  A work session will be held on February 19, 2019
Election – May 6 – Mayor and Two Council Seats:  Mayor Ruspi said the election for Mayor and two Council seats will be held on Monday, May 6, 2019 from 3:00p.m. - 8:00p.m. at the Town Hall.  Mayor Ruspi stated the filing period for the Mayor and two Council seats is March 8, 2019 - March 22, 2019 at 5:00p.m.  
5G Small Cell Ordinance:  Mayor Ruspi explained that the telecommunications industry is planning to move to 5G coverage and beginning April 15, 2019 the industry may place 5G small cell towers in areas where this is not restricted.  Mayor Ruspi stated these 5G small cell towers are anticipated to be placed every 150 feet but may be as close as every 50 feet.  Mayor Ruspi said the Maryland Municipal League is asking municipalities to support their work with the Maryland House of Delegates to restrict the placement of the 5G small cell towers.
Residents Forum:  
Charles Hendricks of 7011 Brink Road inquired when the documents on parking regulations referenced earlier in the meeting will be available for review.

Eric Wenger of 6715 Maple Knoll Drive said trucks park on Maple Knoll Drive and in front of the shopping center despite signage prohibiting such.  Mr. Wenger said new ordinances may be put in place, but they will need to be enforced.

Paul Simonetti of 21711 Rolling Ridge Lane commended the fire department for their work on a house fire on February 2, 2019.  Mr. Simonetti said the road was closed for a long time and asked if the fire department had ramps that could be placed over the fire hoses in the case of a future event.  Additionally, Mr. Simonetti said there is considerable erosion on the bioswales on both sides of his property.
James O’Hair of 21726 Mobley Farm Drive complimented the fire department on notifying the community of incidents by placing information on their Facebook page in a timely fashion.
Adjournment:  Council Member O’Hair made a motion to adjourn at 8:59pm.  Council Member Simonetti seconded the motion.   Unanimously approved.
